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Sleeper
Deep

Like many small animals, hazel dormice 
hibernate in winter. They curl up in nests 
on forest floors or at the bottom of hedges, 
sometimes ‘sleeping’ from October all 
the way through to May. In fact, they can 
spend nearly three-quarters of the year 
‘asleep’ in some form!
